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[image: image2.jpg]These trustees held oflice until 1910 and during their
period of office they saw the debt off the chapel, the last
L100 being paid in 1906.

Ilarly in their period of office it was decided to alter the
Tront of the chapel and we have the following minute for
October 27th, 1910: “That the suggestion of Mr. J. Bell
and G. Toward with reference to the alteration of the front
steps of the chapel, viz. :—that they be put straight up from
the front instead of sidesways as at present. The work to
be done as far as possible by members of the Trust Board
and congregation. That Mr. Ferguson be asked to prepare
a plan and get the sanction of the Urban District Gouncil
" The following year it was decided to add
gates at the bottom of the steps and a handrail up the
centre, and at a Trustees’ Meeting held on May 11th, 1911,
the following resolution was passed: “That the tender of
Mr. G. Stokoe be accepted for collapsible gates and hand-
rail £10 18s. 0d.

To complete the set three friends of the Church gave an
Oak Communion Table. Several alterations had to be
made in the chapel, including a choir platform, and the
whole of the place was redecorated and renovated. The
Trustees had to borrow £400, £250 from the Chapel Aid
Asgsociation and £150 from the Bank to meet all the
accounts.

The Jubilee of the chapel was celebrated in 1924 and
£98 ds. 4d. was raised and to this was added a £10 donation
