J. Atkinson,  it think could be Joseph who was born in 1879 and started working for the railway in 1894. I also have a query on A. Campbell being Arthur, born in 1885. 
The only M. Dalton  I have is Matthew born in 1898. 
R.Hannay,  I think could be Robert. 
I also have a  J R Hellam,  John Robert, his burial is listed as 06/02/1920 and he died in Grosvenor Sanatorium in Kennington, Kent and I wondered if that was as a result of wounds. 
T. F. Magee, could be Thomas, born in 1893 

I have nothing for  J. Middleton.  
A. R. Smith  - Northumberland Fusiliers - 'Died as result of wounds received in action on November 7th 1916. He joined the NER in 1901 as mineral clerk at Tyne Dock and, at the time of enlisting in the NER Battalion was employed as a train clerk at the same place'. I also have a photograph from the North Eastern Railway Magazine, unfortunately they only ever gave initials in the reports. 
The only  C. Smith  I have is Cyril, born in 1897. 
I haven't come across any  T. Wilkinson, although I have the details of a family of Wilkinsons in the right area at that time.
