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THE CLock. The clock was built by Messrs. W. Potts & Son,
of Leeds, who are specialists.

It is an electrical driven clock to show the time on four opaque
glazed “dials” measuring 5 ft. in diameter, with hands, motion
work, bevel gears, chiming and striking hammers and all access-
ories, including an automatic time switch to control the lighting
of the dials. There are three motors installed, each a quarter H.P.

To cover a temporary breakdown in the electrical supply an,
automatically wound weight-driven clock has been installed.
rather than the synchronous type.

The actual cost of running the “clock” is a small item; the
clock makers estimate that the consumption will be 60 units per
annum.

The cost of lighting the clock for twelve months including
the darkest period of the year, will be approximately £20. This
figure is only made possible by the very generous terms given to
our Committee by the Area General Manager, N.C.B., Mr. Fry.
