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The parents and relatives of those in whose memory the Library has been given being
assembled, together with the Governors, Headmaster and Staff of the School, the Rector
shall say:

Brethren in the Lord, we meet in this place to remember before
God those members of this School who died that we might be free;
who in their youth went forth to face evil and died in the fight.
Their memory is hallowed here and will be for us and succeeding
generations a call to the service of God and man. We are here to
pray that their sacrifice shall not be in vain but that the peace which
Jesus came to bring may reign in the hearts of men.

Their comrades at school, who worked and played with them and
who remember them with affection, have desired to place within
the school some permanent memorial of their lives and sacrifice.
This place of quietness and thought is a fitting gift, the least that
we can offer, but a place in which their memory is very near.
So' let us offer these our gifts to God, asking Him to keep in His
gracious keeping those whom we have loved here on earth.

Let us pray:

(@) Almighty Lord, the God of the spirits of all flesh; we give Thee
thanks for those who laid down their lives for our sakes and who
are now at rest; especially do we offer our thanks to Thee for
the members of this school; fulfil in them, we beseech Thee, the
purpose of Thy love, that the good work which Thou didst begin
in them may be perfected unto the day of Christ’s appearing. Let
the memory of their devotion ever be an example to us, that we,
being faithful unto death, may with them at the last receive the
crown of life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

O God the Father of all mankind unite the peoples of the world
in peace. Remove from the minds of men strife and greed, fear
and hate; and grant us to build here on earth Thy kingdom of love;
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
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Dedicate the Library, in these words:

Reverend Father in God: we ask you to dedicate this Library to the
glory of God and in memory of those Masters and Scholars of this

School who gave their lives in the war.
The ILord Bishop :

In the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ, I dedicate this Library to the
Glory of God and in memory of His servants who died in warfare.
IN THE NAME OF THE FATHER, AND OF THE SON, AND OF THE HOLY

SPIRIT. Amen.

Teach us, O Lord, to serve Thee as thou deservest, to give and not
to count the cost, to fight and not to heed the wounds, to toil and
not to seek for rest, to labour and not to ask for any reward save
that of knowing that we do Thy will; through Jesus Chrlst our
Lord. Amen.

Thy
kingdom come. Thy will be done, in earth as it is in heaven.
