“Kandahar and Pretoria, the Honorary

“in recognition of the distinguished
“services he has rendered to the
“Empire, and do hereby admit the said
“Right Honourable Frederick Sleigh,
“Earl Roberts, to be an Honorary
“Freeman of the Borough of Darlington
‘“accordingly.”
