Drill Hall Cottage,  West Rainton; 1/8th Lancashire Fusiliers, killed in action at Bucquoy, near Bapaume, 6th April, 1918, after 3½ years’ service; aged 27.

Front Street, West Rainton,; 8th Durhams, killed in action at Ypres. 24th June, 1915, after 1 year’s service; aged 27, (leaves widow and one child).
Corporal Daniel Lyle,  
Pit House Lane, Leamside; 315th Royal Field Artillery, British Ammunition Column, killed in action 1st May, 1918, after 3 years’ service; aged 31 (leaves widow).
Lance-Corporal Charles Bell, 
25 West Rowm Freehold; 25th Northumberland Fusiliers, died of wounds 16th October, 1917, interred at British Cemetery, Dozingham, after 3 years’ service; aged 36 (leaves widow and two children)

Lance-Corporal George Frederick Clark,  
Garden Cottages, Front Street, West Rainton; 18th  Durhams, died of wounds 29th September 1918, after 2½ years’ service; aged 25 (leaves widow and one child).

Lance-Corporal Stanley Guyll, 
Station Road, Leamside; 14th Durham Light Infantry, died suddenly while on march at Ypres, 6th March,  1916, after 1 year’s service; aged 21.

Private John Waring 
90, Middle Row, Freehold; 9th Yorkshire Regiment, died at Woolwich of wounds, received at Battle of Somme, 6th September, 1916, after 2 years’ service; interred at West Rainton; aged 32 (leaves widow and three children).

Private John Wilson,  
Cross House, 141 Middle Rainton; 11th Durham Light Infantry, killed in action at
Battle of Somme, 2nd September, 1916, after 2 years’ service, aged 25.

Private John Wilson 18 Front Street,  Middle Rainton; 10th Yorkshire Regiment, killed in action 2nd April, 1916, after 1½ years’ service; aged 23.

Private George Wilson, 
Club Yard, Rainton; 14th  Durham Light Infantry, killed in action 18th September, 1915, after 1 year’s service; aged 24 (left widow, re-married).
Private Alexander Kelly, 
35 Grainger Terrace, Leamside; 20th Durhams, killed in action 4th September, 1918, after 4 years’ service; aged 36.
