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(]}HE spirit. of sacrifice was symbolised by the
impressive ceremony with which Blaydon

dedicated the memorial to its 308 sons who fell in the
war ashore aud afloat. The volley of platoon fire, the
mournful music of the *“ Last Pogt,” the solemn interval
of silence, and then the throbbing joyful notes of * The
Reveille,” awoke both sorrow and sadness in the great
gathering at the ceremonial, but pride also had a place
through this recognition of valour and sacrifice, and hope
found expression in the line of the hymn with which the

solemn service closed :

“ Heaven's morning breaks and earth’s

vuin Sl\ildO\VS ”CC."

The monument which stands within the cemetery
grounds but high above the Blaydon and Swalwell road
can be secn clearly from the road — between two poplars,
the figure of a soldier in full service kit, rifle reversed,

his arms resting upon it, and his head bowed in reverence.

The figure surmounts a finely moulded plinth
resting upon square bases of silver grey granite ; on the
front face of the base a laurel wreath crowns the roll of

honour, and below is the inscription :

““ Their name liveth for evermore.”
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’(EHE cemetery entrance grounds were too small to
admit all who wished to be present at the
unveiling ceremony, and many watched it from

positions reserved on the roadside.

There were two processions from the town to
the cemetery.  The military procession in which was a
detachment of the 9111 Duritam LicHt INFANTRY
under Carr. CoulsoN and LiuTENANTS RIDDELL and
BURKETT was headed by the 4TH NORTHUMBERLAND
Fusitiers BaND under Bandmaster A. CAMERON,
D.C.M., and was joined at the foot of Winlaton Bank by
the civil precession, led by the SALVATION ARMY BAND
under Bandmaster STaniLzy Dixon.

The united processions in which were several
thousands of peaple proceeded to the cemetery by
Shibdon Road, and assembled here were many visitors

from the surrounding district.

The Wint.ATON AMATEUR Brass BAND was
stationed here under the ]eudership of Mr. W1 Bic-
CLOUGH and played various selections.

Boy Scouts under Scoutmaster Jorn WATSoN,
and Girl Guides under Scoutmistress Harpy, C.L.B.,
cadets and rc*prcscntu!ivcs of all the civic bodies, were In

the greal .nxsvay.
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MR. RUTTER CARR in opening the pro-

ceedings said he had apologies for absence from REv.
FATHER PippETT, and the Rev. W. J. TEAGUE.

That day, he proceeded, was a memorable one
for Blaydon. They knew that during the war thousands
of homes in this land were made unspeakably sad at the
loss of some member or members of the household or of

some near relative.

Responsive to the spirit of patriotism, our young
men went out and distinguished themselves by deeds of

courage which seemed more than human.

Out of the population of Blaydon, over 1,500
lads jomed the colours,.and sad and sorrowful it was to
say that over 300 fell, most of them on foreign soi], and,
as Rupert Brooks said in one of his poems

“made that foféign‘soil for ever part of England.”

“We are here” continued MR. CARR “‘io unveil
this monument as a tribute: to their courage, and we
reverently and humbly bow in homage before this
memorial. | x{vi"‘not;‘say(we pay homage to the dead.”

“Call them oot desd who;}fen at Duty’s feet
“And passed through Light, where Earth

and Heaven mect,

“Call ther ot dead; .~
