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GATESHEAD sent upwards of 900 men—Reservists and_

Volunteers—to the front in the late South African War;
the wives and other dependents of whom were cared for by the
Gateshead Branch of the Northumberland and Tyneside Keservists
Fund, which disbursed £14,387, the whole whereof was raised by
voluntary subscriptions in tl’xe__\district. The Soldiers’ and Sailors’
Families Association supplerﬁented the efforts of the Reservists
Fund, and also assisted the wives, etc., of men of the Regular
Army.

This Borough had also the honour of initiating the move-
ment which eventually resulted in the grant by Her late Majesty's
Government of Pensions to widows and orphans of men in the
Navy and Army, Militia, Imperial Yeomanry, and Volunteers,
who may be killed or die from injuries received whilst acting in
the discharge of their Naval or Military duties.

The Memorial records the names of 77 Gateshead men who
lost their lives in their Country’s service, and consists of a base
of freestone steps, upon which rests a granite pedestal, surmounted
by a life-size Bronze figure of ““Peace,” the whole being 26 feet in
height.

The Memorial is the work of Mr. Francis W. Doyle Jones,
Sculptor, of West Hartlepool and Chelsea.
