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Flartlepool War Iemorial.

'HE Memorial records the past and present, and inspires the future,
in such a way as to bring the rich traditions of this Ancient Town

=<2 t0 a climax in the heroism and sacrifice of our own day. It has.been
felb that a memonal should serve :as a symbol and ineentive to a renewed
activity and an inspiration fo social service for intellectual and spiritual
progress. Only with such an ideal can the great loss and sacrifice be
commemorated.

Four bronze panels upon the sides of the column represent respectively
epochs in the history of Hartlépool. The arms of the Prince Bishops of Durham
are appropriate to the time when Hert o’ Hertnesse {now Hartlepool) were
under the Holy See of the County Palatine of Durham. The Bishops of Durham
were associated with Hartlepool as early as Baxon times.

The Arms of the Brus recall the time when that family were for ﬁ:lany
generations overlords of Hertnesse. Its was one of the t‘a.mﬂy who built the
. Town Wall. ; . ;

'.T.'he repmsentahlon of the Town Seal is appropriate to the hlstone
incorporation of Hertelpol. The siriking representation of the Lighthouse and -
gun brings Harflepool's history up to the memorable bombardment of 1914. .

The winged figure in bronze of “ Triumphant Youth,” which crowns the
column, symbolises a spiritual freedom and regeneration which comes throuwgh
pain and sacrifice. The architectural structure of Whitbed Portland Stone is
reminiscent of the Gothic stone-work of Hartlepool. The whole rises sheer
from the ground as a crowned column enriched with traditional heraldry.

The accompanying stone screen carries five tablets incised with the -
names of the “Fallen” and those who lost fheir lives through the
Bombardment. These contain 351 names of men of the Navy, Army and
Mercantile Marine, and 52 men, women-and children killed in the Bombardment.

Mr. Philip B. Bennison, A.R.C.C. has designed the Memorial and executed
the sculptnre
