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Three years ago, on the evening of St. Luke’'s Day
(October 18th 1989), the bronze tablet recording the
names of the men from the parish of -Spital Tongues who

had been killed during the Great War was forcibly
wrenched from the War Memorial erected in 1921,

A few days later, it was discovered by road maintenance
men in the undergrowth alongside the Radial Road nearby.
It had been badly damaged and was in a very fragile
state, and so, after repairs had been carried out, it was

re-mounted and placed in the church porch in time for
St. Luke’s Day 1990.

In the meantime, the local community raised the necessary
funds for -a replacement tablet to be fixed to the
Memorial. This was designed and executed in stone by
Mr Gilbert Ward, a local craftsman. Since the original
tablet is still on permanent display in the church porch,

the wording of the new one is such as to include all who
have died in subsequent military action.

We are very pleased to welcome the Lord Mayor and Lady
Mayoress to this service, and the presence of
representatives from Fenham Barracks and from the Royal
Regiment of Fusiliers recalls the days when St. Luke’s
was the Garrison Church for the Barracks.

An Act of Remembrance will be held at the new Memorial

at the start of the 9.30 am. Service next Sunday -
Remembrance Sunday.
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The Procession returns into the church in the same

order.

Remember in thy kingdom, O Lord Christ, those who
counted not their lives dear unto themselves, but
laid them down for their friends;
we, following the good example of those who have
loved and served thee here and are at rest, may at
the last enter with them into the fulness of thine
unending joy: through Jesus Christ our Lord.
