Prevent us, O Lord, in all our doings, with Thy most gracious favour,
and further us with Thy continual help ; that in all our works begun,
continued, and ended in Thee, we may glorify Thy holy name, and
finally by Thy mercy obtain everlasting life ; through Jesus Christ
our Lord. Amen.

The prayer being' ended, the President of the Old Boys' Association,
Henry Jepson, shall unveil the memorial and say to the Chairman
of the Governors of Dame Allan’s Schools

Sir, on behalf of the Old Boys’ Association of Dame Allan’s School
I ask you to accept this memorial tablet which records the names

of the members of the School who lost their lives in the second
world war, 1939 to 1045. :

This memorial of those who gave'their lives for their King and for
their countrymen we do gladly receive for our safe keeping.

Then shall he say to the Lovd Bishop of the diocese

Reverend Father in God we ask you now to dedicate this
memorial which we have received.

Then shall the Bishop dedicate the memorial in these words

In the name of God, the Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost, and
in the faith of a joyful resurrection, we dedicate ‘this gift; in
memory of the members of Dame Allan’s School who died that
we might live. '

Let us pray.

O Lord our God, whose name only is excellent and Thy praise above
heaven and earth ; we give Thee high praise and hearty thanks
for all those who counted their lives not dear unto themselves but
laid them down for their friends ;. beseeching Thee to give them
a part and a lot in those good things which Thou hast prepared
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grant to us, that having them always in remembrance, we may
imitate their faithfulness and with them inherit the new name that

Thou hast promised to them that overcome ; through Jesus Christ
our Lord. Amen.

Teach us, good Lord, to serve Thee as Thou deservest , to fight and
not to heed the wounds, to toil and not to seek for rest, to labour
and not to ask for any reward, save that of knowing that we do
Thy wili, through Jesus, Christ our Lord. Amen.

QOur Father, which art in heaven, Hallowed be Thy name ; Thy
Kingdom come ; Thy will be done ; In earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread.- And forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive them that trespass against us. And lead us not into
temptation ; but deliver us from evil : For thine is the kingdom,
The power, and the glory, For ever and ever.
