From het girlhood she had heen deeply
attached to the cause, first at Nelson Street, thew at Ballast Hills, and afterward at
Heaton Road. She was held in high esteem for her quiet but powerful influénce for good.
Her three-score years and ten were flled with Benevolent Christian service-—time; labour
and money were freely devoted fo the interests of the Church. Before the end of his
term My, Yooll suffered a great bereavement in ‘the death of Mrs. Yooll. It became
necessary Lo réefiew the personnel of the Heaton Road brust, and a new appointment was

made on March 2nd, 1912,

Rey, Walter Duffield commenced his sight goars ministey i 1912, In 1913 the
Circuit celebrated its Conting of Age. Througheut the whole period, from its formation,
My. A. Morton had served as Cireuit Steward. The difficult and tragic years of the
Great War followed, The army claimed many of our local preachevs, teachers and C.E.
workers. 1 fell ta My, Duffield to serve the Station through those dread yeats. For «
year he was without the help of a collengue, and n most strenuous time left its deep
mark upon hiny, In 1917 congratulations were extended to Messes. Jaines Robinson, John
Graham, William Raine, and Councillor ¥ Cruddis, each of whom had seryed as loeal
preachers more than fifty years. lii the same year Mr. Morton completed a quarter of a
century as Cireuit Steward, and shortly afterwards resigned owing to inceasing years and
declining strength. Mr. (i. W. Havre was appointed as his successor, and Mr. 1. G
Dawson took the office of Junier Circuit Steward and Financial Secretary, Fine tribute
was paid to Mr. Morton's worth and work by his Fellow officers. During My, Duffield’s
ministiy the remaining debt on the Henton Road property was liquidated, and before
he left the scheme to remodel and enlarge the organ at an approximate cost of £800
received the sanction of the Quarterly Meeting and the District Courts.

The Rev. F. W. Beal should ha;e, come to Heaton as Suggriﬁtendaut Minister in
1920, but was serving ns Chaplain. to His Majesty's Forces, and was not released in ‘time
to do so. The Circuit was fortunate to secure Rev. B. A. Barber. For twelve months he
poured his boundless energy and enthusiasm into the Leighton Church and the Circuit.
One effort followed guickly on the heels of another. In September there were Re-opening
Services after renovation; and a series of special eévents followed. On Sunday, Octoher
17th a War Memorial was unveiled. The service was a memorable one, Mr. J. A
Nicholson (late Capt. 28th D.L.L) reading the Roll of Honoar, and Rev. W. Duffield
and Mr. R. J. Havre assisting Mr. Barber. The Convmunion space and dais had been
ehastely furnished with carved oak chaire and table, in nienvory of the members of the
Church and eongregation who made the supreiie sacrifice. At the same gervice Major

Bernard Cruddas, 13.8.0., unveiled the chairs and table. A bloek of the War Memorial
