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\t the conclusion of the Great War it was felt in ihe
Borough of Tynemouth that steps should be taken to perpetuate
the memory of those who had laid down their lives in the great
struggle for freedon.

In June, 1919 a public meeting was held, when it was
resolved that the extension of the Tynemouth Victoria Jubilee
Infirmary be adopted as the War Memorial for the Borough,
and a representative Committee was formed and given power
to carry this into effect. It was suggested that a Memorial
Monument might also be incorporated in the scheme.

To give effect to this the War Memorial Committee decided
the extension of the Infirmary was to be the actual

[he Memorial Monument which is being unveiled to-day
has been designed by Messrs. Cackett and Burns Dick, F.F.,
R.I.B.A.. of Newcastle-on-Tyne It is of fine hard Portland
limestone, and is in the form of a recessed Cenotaph with flanking
walls and seats. Let into the face is a bronze panel with
svmbeolical life size figure in low relief of the Angel of Healing
«nd Peace bringing solace to the world, and at the head a frieze
indicative of the various branches of service in which the fallen
fioured. This delicate piece of modelling is by Mr. J. Reed,
Professor of Sculpture at the Armstrong College School of Art.
The work of erecting the monument has been carried out by ;
Mr. Gilbert Park, Junr., of North Shields > :

The Monument is modest in scale, as the real Memorial
will consist of the considerable extensions which are about te
be undertaken in connection with the Infirmary, in front of which
it stands. .
