(attached Royal Flying Corps. as it was then named), was the second
son of the late Eustace Smith, Esq., of Benton House, Newcastle-on-
Tyne, the first chairman of Smith’s Dock Company, Ltd. He was born
at Newcastle-on-Tyne on August 28th, 1889, educated at Remenham,
Henley-on-Thames, and at Marlborough College, and married, on
April 28th, 1914, Florence Muriel, daughter of Edward Joicey, Hsq.,
of Blenkinsopp, Northumberland. He was a director of T. & W.
Smith, Ltd., and of Smith’s Dock Company, Ltd. On the outbreak of
war he received a commission in a battalion of the Northumberland
Fusiliers, was later transferred to the Northumberland Hussars, with
whom he served in France. In the autumn of 1917 he became attached
to the Royal Flying Corps and was killed whilst flying on the Flanders
front on the night of April 18th--19th, 1918. A Memorial Service was
held at Whalton Church, Northumberland, on the anniversary of his
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The Roll of Honour.

He was granted a second award of Bar to Military

Medal on December 5th, for gallantry. While the

enemy was shelling, Sergt. Potts was engaged in

dressing a wounded comrade, when an enemy bomb

fell close to him. . Seizing it at once, he threw it

over the back of the trench and got his comrade into

safety. On January 3rd, 1918, he gained a third

award of D.C.M., in an action at the wvillage of
Moeuvres. With his company officer and 40 men he
was engaged in an attack on the enemy trench. The
party bombed 500 yards along the trench and in-
flicted very heavy losses on the enemy. Unfortunately
the officer (Captain Diamid—posthumously granted
the V.C.) was instantly killed with a bomb. Sergt.
Potts at once took charge of the situation and suc-
ceeded in capturing 25 prisoners and held on until
reinforced by the remainder of his company. The unit
then left Cambrai for the Ypres front. In an attack
on September 27th, 1918, whilst acting advance
guard, with his platoon he led an attack on an
enemy strong point, which had been holding up an
advance, and captured 85 prisoners and 8 machine-
guns. For this he gained his fourth award of bar
to D.C.M. Sergt.
