AND DEVELOPMENT
OF THE SCHEME.

1T was perhaps natural and fitting that the
Meeting called by the Mayor (Alderman
John McNaughton), and held at the
Borough Hall, on the 16th day of March,
1920, “ to receive the Report and Accounts
in connection with the Peace Celebrations
held on the 18th and 19th July, 1919.”
should immediately take steps to consider

the desirability of erecting a War Memorial worthy of the
men it sought to immortalise, and likewise worthy of the town.

A Committee, representative of the several activities of the
Borough, was formed, and at an early Meeting defined the objects
sought to be achieved. It was felt that the first call or claim
upon the fund to be formed for the purpose of a War Memorial
should be for a Monument to be placed in some prominent
position, say, in the High Street, as a Memorial to the men who
have fallen and an inspiration to succeeding generations of
Stockton men and women. In addition, it was agreed to make
provision for aid to be afforded to children of fallen men who
might give indications of ability, to continue their scholastic train-
ing, either by payment of school fees, the institution of scholat-
ships, the purchase of equipment, or in such other ways as might
appear necessary or desirable. The Committee also recognised

[image: image7.jpg]the possibility of the need in some cases for assisting mothers of
such children during the period of the extended scholastic training
afforded by the fund.

Subscriptions were invited by public appeal; meetings
were held at the several works, and other effective methods
taken to ensure a general response from the inhabitants of the
Borough. Alderman McNaughton worked most energetically,
and practically the whole of the money was secuted during
his Mayoralty.

Simultaneously the Committee sought the advice of the
highest architectural authorities in London with a view to the
selection of an architect to advise them as to the best possible
site for the Monument and for the purposes of the design to be
adopted. As a result negotiations were completed with
Me. H. V, Lanchester. F.R.LB.A., M.T.P.1L., whereby his firm
of Messts. Lanchester, Lucas, and Lodge, London, were
appointed advisers and architects to the Committee.

Much careful thought has been given to the important
matter of the chotce of a site upon which to erect the Monument
and, ultimately, it was agreed, if possible, to acquire the site at
the south-west corner of the Parish Church-yard. To secure a
suitable background and surroundings for the Memorial it was
necessary to purchase certain adjacent property in High Street.
Correspondence was opened with the Parish Church Authorities
and with the property owners affected. The required formalities
were completed and the site and adjoining buildings secured.
The Committee feel assured that the subscribers and the general
public will approve the position as a worthy setting to an artistic
and dignified “ remembrance in stone ” of a great theme.

The design for the Memorial having been finally agreed
upon, Messts Fenning & Co., London, from a number of
competitive contractors, were entrusted with its erection, and
began their work upon the site on the 7th November, 1922.
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[image: image8.jpg]The total subscriptions received which have been paid into
the account of the Fund, with interest accrued, now stand at
the figure of about £12,000, The cost of the Memorial, in-
clusive of the purchase of the adjoining property and the expenses
incidental thereto, is approximately £7,500, The scheme for
the utilisation of the remainder of the Fund, some £4,500, in
promoting the futher education of such children of the fallen
men as show indications of ability, is under the consideration
of the Committee. A number of children whose applications
have been approved by the Committee are now enjoying the
benefits of the Fund.

To the Corporation of Stockton-on-Tees the Committee
desire to tender their thanks for undertaking the cost of pre-
paring the site, and of demolishing the acquired property, and
of other work appertaining to the erection of the Memorial.

The Committee would also place on tecord their appre-
ciation of the happy issue of the involved negotiations in the
matter of the acquisition of the site, and special reference is
made to the most helpful and generous way in which the
Vicar of Stockton-on-Tees (Rev. E. A Douglas, MLA.) and
the Parochial Council of the Parish Church have assisted in
matters incident to obtaining the Faculty granted by the Bishop
of the Diocese. : ‘

[image: image9.jpg]DESCRIPTION OF
THE MEMORIAL.

HE position of the Memorial has been
wisely chosen on a site visible from the
busy centre of the town, and backed by
the old Parish Church and Churchyard,
a site which, while adjacent to the every-
day life of the community, is yet retired
enough to suggest peace and rest.

This little portion of the Churchyard, secured for the
Memorial and conveyed to the care of the Borough, is enclosed
on three sides with a wrought iron railing with stone piers
at the angles. There are folding gates to the main street, and
open access to the enclosure from the churchyard on the North
and East sides, the latter of which is curved on plan, while the
space within is laid out with stone flags and turf.

The monument itself, which is built of Postland stone and
rests on a reinforced concrete foundation, is raised upon three
steps, immediately above which is a stone seat or base for the
disposal of wreaths. Over this is a plain podium having a
bronze panel on its front containing the words :—

“THE NAMES OF THE FALLEN ARE INSCRIBED IN THE BOOK
OF REMEMBRANCE LAID UP IN THE ADJOINING CHURCH.”

The podium is crowned by a moulded capping from which rises
the columned shaft of the monument. The plan of this is
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[image: image10.jpg]practically square with curved ends with detached columns stand-
ing in front of semi-circular recesses, and the shaft is finished
with architrave, frieze and cornice. The frieze is fluted, and
decorated with four carved lions’ heads, while the cornice has
dentil ornamentation.

On the face of the shaft of the monument is a large bronze
panel enclosed by a reeded border with ornamental top, and bear-
ing the Arms of Stockton-on-Tees, contained in a wreath and
other decoration, and the inscription in raised lettering. This is
as follows :—

‘ TO THE LASTING MEMORY OF THE MEN OF STOCETON-ON-TEES
WHO FELL IN THE GREAT WAR, 1914-1919.”’

‘“THEY DIED THE NOBLEST DEATH A MAN MAY DIE, FIGHTING
FOR (GOD, AND RIGHT, AND LIBERTY, AND SUCH A DEATH
1S IMMORTALITY."’

The rear of the shaft is ornamented by the Arms of the town
carved in stone, within a wreath. Above the blocking course over
the cornice of the shaft is a moulded base course, and upon this s
placed a finishing feature suggestive of a sarcophagus, but not
too strictly following this shape. At either end are placed large
bronze laurel wreaths, and on the front a large trophy with varied
flags and war implements and the Arms of the County Palatine
on a shield. A similar trophy is placed on the rear of the
monument, but the shield contains the badge of the Durham
Light Infantry. The whole erection is crowned by a bronze urn
from which flames are issuing.

In the solid base of the monument a hollow space has been
formed, and in this was placed an hermetically sealed bronze box
containing the roll of the names of the fallen, and copies of the
“London Gazette” containing the Proclamation of War, and of
the Conditions of the Armistice with Germany.

[image: image11.jpg]The total height of the monument is 30 feet from the ground.
As part of the Memorial a vellum “Book of Remembrance” has
been prepared for preservation in the Church. It contains a full
list of the fallen, so far as ascertainable, arranged in alphabetical
order, and with the regiment, ship or other position of the man
commemotrated. This manuscript is enriched with gold and colour,
the beginning of each letter of the alphabet and the title page
being especially decorated. The book is bound in leather with
the Arms of the Town and title embossed on it, and is preserved
in a receptacle in an oak desk in the Parish Church, under
lock and key.

A list of the firms and artists engaged on the work of the
Memorial may be of interest.

The General Contractors were Messrs. Fenning & Co.,
Ltd., Palace Wharf, Rainville Road, W.6., whose carver,
Mr. Gardiner, 14 Leysfield Road, W.12, carved the lions’
heads, stone wreath, and arms on the Monument.

The bronze panels, trophies, wreaths, urn and wrought
iron railings were made by the Crittall Freeman Bronze
Ltd., 246 High Holborn, W.C.1.

The models for the bronze work were prepared by Mr.
George Alexander, Sculptor, Justice Studios, I Justice
Walk, Chelsea.

The book was illuminated by Miss Price, “Homewood,”
The Avenue, Bournemouth, and bound by Mr, Harold
Pain, 4 Bloomsbury Square, W.C.1.

The desk in the Church was made by Me, Layrence
Turner, 42 Lamb’s Conduit Street, W.C.1.

The whole of the work has been carried out to the design and
under the superintendence of the Architects, Messrs. Lanchester,
