In addition to .being
a very fine cricketer,
he was a brilliant foot-
baller, having repre-
sented Cambridge
University in the Inter
"Varsity Match ; FEng-
land, in Amateur Inter-
nationals ; the Corin-
thians ; and Stockton
in an Amateur Cup
Final.

Eulisted in the: York-
shire Hussars in May,
1915, and was later
attached to the Scots
Greys.
