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T HE Cenotaph occupies a prominent position

at the east end of Southwick Green. It is
a square on plan, in Rubislaw fine axed Grey
Granite, with Black Ebony Granite Panels, and
stands on a square base with four steps leading up
to 1t The Cenotaph is finished with heavy cornice

and dentilled courses.

On the east side are a Bronze Laurel Wreath,
1914-1918, and underneath, “ Lest We Forget.” On
the west side is a Bronze Latin Cross. The layout

is of Asphalt, surrounded by shrubs.

The Cenotaph was designed by Mr. WaIter_B.

Some eight years ago, the local branch of the
British Legion began to collect donations towards a
Memorial, but, unfortunately, owing to acute depres-
sion in trade, it was found impossible, at that tiniu'e,

to carry out a worthy and suitable scheme.

In November, 1926, the British Legion called" a
Meeting of representatives of all public‘bodies in the
area, at which it was decided to go forward with
the Memorial. The Urban District Council on
being approached, cordially approved the scheme,

and promised their help.

In February, 1927, the British Legion officially
handed over all their duties to a larger and more

.’BURING these memorable and awful years,

there were few, if any, places which showed
greater patriotism and sent forth more of its sons,
in proportion to its population, than did the Urban
District of Southwick-on-Wear.

Immediately the call for volunteers was made in
August, 1914, the manhood of the district flocked to
enlist.

To such an extent was this the case, that, as the
War went on and the need for ships grew greater,
many who had joined the Forces had to be recalled
that their skilled service might be used in the ship-
yards.

Not only the men, but also the women and girls,
responded to the call for service; many became
nurses, munition workers, W.A.A.Cs, etc., while
others who were prevented from leaving their homes,
worked there to provide comforts for the soldiers.

In all branches of His Majesty’s Forces, on land or
sea, or in the air, Southwick men were to be found.

We are thankful that of those who went away to
serve many were able to return, although some will
bear always the marks of their wounds; very many,
alas ! will never return to us, their bodies lie resting
on all the battle fronts and in the sea.

To their lasting memory our Cenotaph is erected:
an emblem of our respect to their memory : a call to
us to be worthy of their sacrifice.
