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A Service of Remembrance and of Re-dedication of the restored
war memorial from the former Venerable Bede Parish Church
attended by His Royal Highness The Duke of Kent KG

All Saints Church, Parish of Monkwearmouth

11th November 2010 10.45am

The service is conducted by the Bishop of Jarrow,
the Rt Revd Mark Bryant; the Archdeacon of Sunderland,
the Venerable Stuart Bain, the Team Rector of Monkwearmouth;
the Revd Dr lan Stockton and the Revd Lissa Gibbons,
Team Vicar in the Parish of Monkwearmouth.
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The memorial board was dedicated at the Venerable Bede Church on
20th September 1920 by Rev Capt E.N. Mellish V.C. who was the
first member of the Army Chaplains Department to be awarded the
Victoria Cross. The board commemorates 161 people from the
Monkwearmouth area who were killed in the 1914 to 1919 War

In 1963 the Venerable Bede Church which was located in Monk
Street was demolished and the memorial which was part of the altar’s
reredos was put into storage at All Saints Church in Fulwell Road.

In 2009 relatives of the Mcroy brothers who are commemorated on
the memorial decided it was time that it should be renovated and they
were introduced to local Councillor and ex-serviceman Graham Hall.

Advice was sought from the War Memorials Trust who was kept
informed at every stage of the renovation. After the re-dedication the
memorial will be displayed in Monkwearmouth Library which is a
Carnegie Library and opened in 1909. The Library is likely to have
been used by many of those commemorated on the Board.

The memorial board will be accompanied by a mini biography on
each of those named and wherever possible tell a little about their
social background, their military service and their untimely deaths.
Additional information will be hosted on a dedicated website which
will be linked to the local studies website which will give the
opportunity for people to add additional information. It is hoped to
involve local secondary schools in project work in connection with
the memorial.

Funds for the restoration were raised by donations from
family members and a generous donation by
The Sir Tom Cowie Charitable Trust.
