53rd Field ambulance. J :

I regret to inform you that 35582 rte F,J.EKE, Test Riding
Regiment, died of wounds received in actien on 18th Sent, at the
advanced Dressing Station of this Field ambulance. He had sustairned
shell wounds of the right arm and le ft thigh, which were fractured.
He was unconscious when admitted, and remsined so te the end, death
taking place Within a few minutes ef admission. A Padre was not with
him at the time of his death, but his funeral Was conducted by a Padre
of his own denomination. fe is buried in a British Military
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
