*General Helmuth von Moltke — Prussian(German) Army Chief of Staff at the beginning
of the War. Died 18 June 1916, aged 68.

*Flag of Romania.

*Franz Ferdinand — Archduke of Austria. Assassinated in Sarajevo, precipitating the start
of the First World War. Died 28 June 1914, aged 50.

*Flag of Great Britain.

*Gavrilo Princip — Bosnian Serb who assassinated Archduke Franz Ferdinand in Sarajevo
on 28 June 1914. Died of tuberculosis 28 April 1918, aged 23.

*Flag of Greece.

*Field Marshal Sir John French — Commander of the British Expeditionary Force (BEF)
1914-15. Commander of the British Home Forces 1915-18. Died 22 May 1925, aged 72.

*Flag of Austro-Hungary.

*Herbert Henry Asquith — British Liberal Prime Minister at the beginning of the War.
Deemed to be a good peacetime politician but a poor one in wartime. Succeeded by
David Lloyd George in 1916. Died 15 February 1928, aged 75.
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*Field Marshal Sir William Robertson — Chief of the Imperial General Staff 1916-18. Died
12 February 1933, aged 77.

*paul Von Hindenburg — Prussian German Field Marshal and later President of Germany.
Died 2 August 1934, aged 86.

*Charles Lanrezac — French General and Commander of the French Fifth Army at the
outbreak of the War.

*Kaiser Wilhelm — Last German Emperor and King of Prussia from 1888-1918. Ineffective
war leader. Died 4 June 1941, aged 82.

*Field Marshal Douglas Haig — British Senior Officer and Commander of the British
Expeditionary Force (BEF) from 1915 to the end of the War. Died 29 January 1928, aged
66.
