NEWSLETTER APPEAL 
Website Activity

Since the last Newsletter the level of activity on the Website has increased significantly.  During March the average 
daily number of unique visits to the Website was 84, with a maximum reached of 121.  

During April - up until 24th - the daily average had increased to 98, with a maximum on any one day achieved of 
154.  The figures are based on counting each user of the Website once each day - regardless of how many times 
that day the Website was accessed by that individual.

AN ANSWER FROM GERMANY 

To further confirm the growing International role that the Project is playing, we have just 
received a message from a lady in Germany who has provided the source of one of the War 
Memorial quotations about which we were uncertain.  

 The quotation reads “Love conquers all things even Death” and Anja Slowinski discovered it 
on the mausoleum of Graf Ernst zu Munster in Derneburg, Niedersachen in North Germany.  
It seems to be the final lines of the poem “All’s Well” by John Oxenham – perhaps not so sur-
prising, as the Graf had English ancestors.  We are grateful for her help, and for the photo-
graph of the Celtic Wheel-Cross outside the Graf’s Mausoleum.

Seaton Delaval Air Training Corps (NEWMP REF S7.09) 

Following a talk by Janet Brown, she was approached by a lady 
who wanted to know what had happened to the Air Training 
Corps Memorial, formerly at Seaton Delaval.   

Janet wrote to the local paper seeking information from the pub-
lic, and immediately received a reply from the A.T.C. at Cramling-
ton, to say they have it in their care.   

In the form of a propeller, it is accompanied by a photograph and 
small plaque.  However, there are now proposals to place a new 

plaque at the ATC HQ at Cramlington in the near future. 

Newburn (NEWMP REF N13.01 TO N13.06)

This village’s War Memorial had been missing a plaque for some 
years, as names starting with letters at the latter end of the al-
phabet were conspicuous by their absence.   

Now the names have been researched by a trawl through local 
newspapers and there are plans to replace the missing plaque.   

The fire that ravaged the church at Newburn did not affect the 
War Memorials inside.

A Query From Australia 
The Project was e-mailed recently by Donald Richardson,
from Australia, who was particularly interested in the 
“soldier statue” on the Billy Row War Memorial (Reference
NEWMP CDB159.01 ). 

Donald explained to us that his interest in War Memorials 
went back over some 15 years.  He is a retired art/design 
teacher, and university lecturer, and explained that the War 
Memorial is often the only example of sculpture in an Aus-
tralian town.  They are, by now, part of the “local furniture” 
and no-one remembers who made them.

But, he is dedicated to revealing, and commemorating, the 
sculptors.  Many of these memorials are in Carrara marble, 
made in Italy, and purchased by Oz stone-masons from 
catalogues.  The catalogues illustrated soldiers from many 
countries - including the UK.  He noted that the poses of the 
UK soldiers were very similar to those of the “Diggers”.  So, 
maybe they were made in the same factories? 

The Oz “Diggers” statues were imported, via London, and, in 
1999 Donald sought to trace the firms concerned, but the 
records were all destroyed in the Blitz.  Donald thought that 
records of these statues might have survived in towns and 
cities outside London, hence his inquiry to NEWMP.

Donald adds that, in his opinion, the form of these marble 
Memorials has its origin in ancient sculpture.  Many of them 
rest their weight on one leg, the other being relaxed, which 
is the stance of Michelangelo’s “David”, and its many Roman 
ancestors in the museums.  The tree-stump behind one leg 
is certainly a Roman convention, it being needed to support 
the weight of the body when the Roman sculptors translated 
their marble copies from the Greek bronze originals. 

Donald is travelling to Italy in October, to try to trace these 
workshops, and has promised to feed back to us any names, 
addresses etc to add to our database details on individual 
War Memorials. 

This type of initiative is exactly what we need to add to our 
knowledge, and we are particularly grateful to Donald for his 
offer.  We have included a picture of the First World War 
Memorial in Houghton, a small town in South Australia – an 
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
