Tunisia

Situated some 25 Kilometres South West of Tunis.




In May 1943 the war in North Africa ended in Tunisia with the defeat of Axis powers by the combined Allied Force.

The campaign began on 8th November 1942 when Commonwealth and American troops made a series of landings in Algeria and Morocco.  The Germans responded by sending a force from Sicily to Tunisia which checked the Allied advance to the East in December.

The Axis forces in the South, having been defeated at El Alamein were withdrawing along the coast through Libya pursued by the British 8th Army.  By mid April 1943 the Axis Forces were hemmed into a small corner in North Eastern Tunisia and the final offensive began.Many of those buried in this cemetery died in the preparation for the final assault to Tunis in April 1943 and the beginning of May.

The cemetery has 1576 Commonwealth burials of
the Second World War of which 130 are unidentified
