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ME Monument occupies a commanding position
in" Vietory Square and is of a simple and
dignified design. :

It takes the form of an obelisk mounted ona pedestal and
rises from a platform approached by five steps symbolising
the five years of the Great War. '

The pedestal carrying the obelisk is 14 :6” square at the
base and the obelisk itself tapers from 8’ square at the base
to 5' 4" square at the top.

Bronze wreaths are fixed on each side of the pedestal;
the wreath on the north 51de enemclmg the West Hartlepool
Coat of Arms.

At the tep of the obelisk ér’e two carved granite wreaths.
