[image: image2.jpg]The War Memorial was erected in 1920 to
commemorate the 76 men who died in the 1914
to 1918 War. A further 28 names, those who
died in the 1939 to 1945 war, were inscribed on
the lower part of the monument.

By the end of the century, the memorial had
suffered the effects of exposure and many of
the names of the fallen were difficult to read.
The site was becoming overgrown and the
steps were in disrepair.

The Memorial was renovated in 2001 by the
people of Wooler to mark the new millennium.
The service today remembers those who died
and brings together in thanksgiving the
generations who live on. We commemorate the
sacrifice of those who died so that all of us may
live in peace and freedom.

The War Memorial Appeal Committee was set up by the
Glendale Local History Society in collaboration with the
Wooler Parish Council to refurbish the monument and its
surroundings. The hill known as ‘the Tory’ is shared with
the ruins of a 16" Century tower and much work was
necessary to clean the monument and repaint the lettering,
rebuild the steps and add a handrail, and repair the
platform on which the monument stands. It can now be
seen from a wide area.

The Committee thanks the people of whose donations
contributed substantially to the costs of the refurbishment.
Appeal Committee members and their families and
Jriends raised much of the funds.

The project was instigated by Bart Stanton. The
refurbishment was by local contractors.
