Second-Lieutenant L.S. Cheesewright – For conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty 


during an attack. When all the officers of two companies except himself and one other had 


been killed or wounded, he took command, and continued to lead his men on against heavy 


opposition from machine-gun and rifle fire. He set a fine example in organising covering fire 


against strong points, and in spite of heavy casualties succeeded in establishing a line as far 


forward as the situation permitted. It was due to this officer’s coolness, initiative, and fine 


leadership that the remainder of the line did not suffer heavier casualties from enfilade fire.


Captain C. Chipper. – When the line in front him had been broken and the 


troops on his flank had withdrawn, he succeeded not only in 

preventing the enemy out-flanking him but beat off their attacks 

and finally withdrew his men with slight loss.

Though on his arrival 


at the position there was no dump and no guide, he eventually succeeded in obtaining and 


delivering his stores. He carried out his task in spite of intense shell fire, and numerous 


casualties were caused among his party. He set a fine example of good leadership during the 


27½ hours occupied by the operation.

Awarded Bar to D.S.O.:-

Captain (T/Lieut.-Colonel) W.B. Little.


Captain (T/Lieut.-Colonel) J.A.S. Ritson, M.C.- For conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty in 


command of his battalion in a series of rearguard actions lasting for several days. During this 


period he displayed exceptional courage and judgement in a series of withdrawals to fresh 


positions and repelling attacks, causing the enemy heavy casualties. He held on to his last 


position, repelling all attacks with severe enemy losses until ordered to withdraw, which he 


succeeded in doing under exceptional difficulties and heavy fire.

            Lieutenant A.K. Wardroper, former student, has been appointed a member of the Most Excellent 


Order of the British Empire. The distinction is awarded “for an act  of gallantry not in the 


presence of the enemy”. This officer saved the lives of four soldiers from drowning by 


rescuing them from a flooded river after the bridge had broken.
