Conely, T.A. “Crook at Work, War and Play” says  this should be Conley, T.A.  CWGC agrees.  
This also appears as “Conley” on the Unveiling Programme.

Cummins, T.  “Crook at Work, War and Play” says that this should be Cummings, T.  CWGC agrees.  
The name appears as “Cummins” on the Unveiling Programme.

McAdams, T. “Crook at Work, War and Play” says that this should be McAdam, T.  
CWGC has no McAdams. Soldiers Died in the Great War  has McAdams but not T. McAdams.  
The name is “McAdam” on the Unveiling Programme.

Hagedon G. appears on the memorial under “Yorkshire Regiment”.  “Crook at Work, War and Play” 
says he served with KOYLI not Y.R.  His name is not found on CWGC or SD.  His name is given 
on the Unveiling Programme.

Hall, E. M. is on the memorial under “Welsh Regiment”.  “Crook at Work, War and Play” 
says he served with the South Welsh Borderers.  CWGC agrees.  So does the Unveiling Programme.

Pickering, F.H. is on the memorial under “Welsh Regiment”.  “Crook at Work, War and Play” 
says he served with the Royal Welsh Fusiliers. So does the Unveiling Programme.  
Not found on CWGC or “Soldiers Died in the Great War”. 

Whitfield, F.L.  is on the memorial under “Welsh Regiment”.  “Crook at Work, War and Play” 
says he served with Yorks and Lancs Regt. CWGC agrees.  On the Unveiling Programme, 
his name is given as “Whitefield” serving with Y.L.R.

Hanson, A.E.  This name does not appear on the memorial, nor on the Unveiling Programme, 
but is listed in “Crook at Work, War and Play”.  However CWGC says he served with East 
Yorkshire Regt, not Royal Field Artillery.

 Turnbull,  There are photographs of brothers George and Charlie Turnbull (D.L.I,. and 
R.F.A. respectively) in the book “Crook at Work, War and Play”.
